It talked about what the Apostle Paul didn't pray for in his letters to the churches!  He didn't pray for people 

with cancer, busy schedules, lack of finances or injured relationships.  Though these things matter and we 

should pray for them and God certainly cares about them --- they weren't on the Apostles "prayer list."  He 

prayed that God would “make it count!  He prayed "...  so that these light and momentary afflictions do the 

work of preparing us for a weight of glory that outweighs them all".  I looked up all Paul’s prayers and sure 

enough ---- he prays for “perfection” --- that “our God may count us worthy of His calling” --- that we be 

“sincere and blameless” --- that we may be “active in sharing our faith” --- “strengthened in our hearts for 

every good work” ---- and the examples go on and on!  But the point is made!   So --- as I sat listening to these 

testimonies my prayer for each one is that God would “make it count”. 

  

And we pray that for you today also!  That in whatever situation you find yourself, that God will “make it 

count” to draw you closer to Him and those situations will be “perfecting you, establishing you --- and 

strengthening you in every good work”.
