II. Getting into the Bible ~  Points from Sunday’s Message:       

 What do you believe about angels? 
 

a. Points from Sundays Message: 
i. We don’t live in a closed system. God is involved and in control.  
ii. Moral, intelligent, spirit beings (angels) are active in heaven and on earth. 

 
iii. Angels: 

1. We are not like them... 
a. We are made in God’s image. 
b. We were made male & female. 
c. We have physical bodies 

but we join in with them. 
d. In worship.  
e. In service. 

 
2. We don’t pray to them... 

a. They are not omnipotent, omniscient as God is. 
b. To pray to angels would be to deny the good news that we have access to God 

through Jesus Christ. 
c. Angels don’t counsel God or act independent of Him. 

but we praise God for them. 
d. They are ministering spirits who serve God by ministering to those who inherit 

salvation. 
 

3. We learn from them… 
a. Angels are exemplary in their worship and service. 
b. Angels remind us that the spirit world is real. 

And they learn from us. 
c. By watching us, angels learn what it means to be redeemed. 
d. Angels learn of God’s wisdom from the church.
