Barakel’s staff host close to 10,000 people every year—and the Coopers will in some way
influence every one of them. Whether they run an activity area on a weekend retreat, or perform
maintenance on the facility, or prepare food in the dining hall, they will make a difference. Brandon and
Christina will show their love for the Lord by loving the people he sends here, including volunteer
workers. The need for them to be here is immediate. They have already demonstrated their heart for the
work, and because of their background and experience, they will be fully involved as soon as they are
financially supported.

Although Barakel provides for several physical needs for our 12 resident missionary staff
families, we do not pay wages. None of our campers’ fees go toward a payroll—which makes camp
affordable for more families. Camp does provide housing and utilities, so our Board of Trustees has
determined that the Coopers would be fully financially supported at $4,500 per month.

We invite you to consider being a part of their support team. We are very grateful if you can help
them financially-—and donations sent to Barakel for them are tax-deductible. (Though we can’t begin to
receive support for them until they have 100% of their support pledged.) We are even more grateful for
your prayers. If all we have is money, all we get is what money can do. When we, through prayer, “splice
our limp wire to the lightning bolt of heaven,” we get what God can accomplish!
